Camus has a fine understanding of the English
Romantic poets and what, for many, their rebellion consisted of: "The Byronic hero, incapable of
love, or capable only of an impossible love, suffers endlessly. He is solitary, languid, his condition

exhausts him. If he wants to feel alive, it must be in the terrible exaltation of a brief and destructive



action. To love someone whom one will never see again is to give a cry of exultation as one
perishes in the flames of passion. One lives only in and for the moment, in order to achieve 'the brief
and vivid union of a tempestuous heart united to the tempest’(Lermentov)" This is as an acute a
dissection of the raison d’etre of the "Byronic hero" as I've read in any English criticism (and believe
me, I've read a lot!). The passages on Nietzsche are also exquisite. He gets to the root of many of
the great thinker’s ideas by quoting the lines that come from the heart: "the most painful, the most
heartbreaking question, that of the heart that asks itself: where can | feel at home?"-The passages
on Milton are exquisite as well.-The whole book is a well-rounded philosophical enterprise that

touches both the heart and the mind.
