Not a spelling mistake, per say, but clearly the
wrong word. And very, very few of the stories in the collection were immune from these mistakes,
and I'll tell you, they were constant, kind of cute at first, but in the end they were too consistent, too
distracting, and | felt like | was editing something for a friend. I'm pleased to say that Stephen King’s

entry was one of the few that was unaffected by this bizarre phenomenon.

As a book, | liked it, but | did find some stories were just not my taste, which was expected, given
the number of different writers involved. It did give me 2 more writers that | now want to read more

from.

The stories were pretty good as they were, but, someone needs to do some spell checking. | have
read hundreds and hundreds of books and | have never read a book of short stories where just
about every story had spelling or punctuation mistakes. | have read books of several hundred pages
where sometimes | have found one or two mistakes that were missed. | find that acceptable in a
document of that length. The mistakes in these stories were distracting, too many in a short story,
and all of them had mistakes. Unless | know the writer is an eight year old, that many mistakes is

not acceptable. Maybe it was just the kindle edition, | don’t know.
