As a professional illustrator, I've been buying the Children’s Writer's and Illustrator’s Market books
every year for about five years. | never relied on it as my sole resource or anything, but | did use it
for updating addresses and contact names -- so, | honestly hate leaving a two-star review for this
book! However, the recent editions have been such a mess that | won’t continue bothering with
them.For example, why am | finding -- in the children’s book publishers section -- publishers who
exclusively print college textbooks?? And why are there so many typos? | would expect a book
about the publishing industry to place a high value on quality and on essentials like copy editing and
proofreading.It’'s annoying that so many of the publishers in the directory limit their info to
statements like "See our website for submissions information." We are all aware that publishers
offer this info on their webpages -- if we wanted to visit the websites of 300 different publishers, we
wouldn’t be using this directory! That's the whole point of the book! If a publisher doesn’t want to
provide any actual information about their submissions process, push them to do so. If they won't,
don’t include them in the directory -- it's a waste of everyone’s time and attention.There are a few
new publishers in the book, but | think the folks who compile this directory could try a lot harder to
reach out to newer and smaller publishers to include. It's generally the same entries each year.
Also, when will they begin including a section for children’s ebook and app publishers? This is a big

part of the children’s illustration market already, and getting bigger.

The Childrena ™s and Writera ™s lllustratora ™s Market of 2016 rises to another level with this
yeara ™s 28th edition. There is a continual emphasis throughout the book on its importance in
helping writers and illustrators who want to find their right path. Whether youa ™re looking to have
your book published and havena ™t done any research yet or youa ™re a successful and
experienced author, this book has something important for you. For those new to the writing world, a

great component of the edition is the nice blend of diverse agents who give their own personal



insider tips on how to get sold and find success. A section on how to write a query letter can also be
found. Along with it are actual successful queries where agents explain what is done right in each of
them to make them interested in the submission. This part is great for anyone struggling with a
query to help them understand what goes on in the mind of an agent. In addition to agents
contributing, there are many interviews with actual writers and illustrators who share their own
accounts of their remarkable journeys and give personal feedback. In this section an author usually
covers a specific topic, like on writing a wordless picture book or how to have a long-lasting writing
career, giving the book a unique and creative touch. There is another very helpful part where
published writers who succeeded on their first time give advice to debut authors. These pieces of
the book make it wonderful because they give a very personal side to the publishing business by
having actual author accounts as they describe not only their journeys but how to be a better writer

as an individual and as part of a community.
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
